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1. For release of AP connections to farmers the provision is made to get the work
carried out through contractors approved by Chief Electricial Inspector and as per
Indian Electricity Rules and PSPCL manual on standard instructions and standard
specfications under the supervision of PSPCL staff. PSPCL shall provide the
material as per specifications/instructions and AP connection shall be finally
released after clearance from the office of Chief Electrical Inspector, Punjab.

2. To complete the work of releasing AP connections through contractor approved
by Chief Electrical Inspector/PSPCL instead of getting it done/completed through
departmental labour, a relaxation to the present/existing rules/procedure of
PSPCL on capital expenditure and fixed assets manual regarding contributory
works shall be deemed to have been granted. PSPCL departmental charges shall
be got deposited from AP applicant @ 16% on total estimated cost.

3. The responsibility in case of any accident shall lie with the contractor engaged by
the farmer to execute the work and PSPCL shall accordingly be indemnified
against payment of any compensation because of injury, loss of life or property.
