5= The rclief and adhoc relief mentioned above ¥ill not
be admissible to employees permanently absorbed in brdizs
centrolled or financed by Govt. or Municipalilzy, Fanchnyat
Samities or Zila Parishad. A Government cmployee, who on
permonent absorption in the said bodies elects the alternstive
‘of receiving the death-cum-retirement gratuity and lump-sum
in lieu of pension, as pérmissible in rule 5.3'0f the Punjab
civil Services Rules, Volume-II, will not be eligible to
receive the relief and adhoc relief even after he has ceased
to be in the employment of the orgnnisction concerned.
