Subje.4—Grant of Dearness Allowance to the employees of the Government of Punjab with effect from
st July, 1993, ’

Sir,

I am direcied fo refer io this Dapartment’s letter No. 3/2/94-1FP1/5854, dated 17th August.
1995 and to say that having regard to the decision of the Government of India, the Governor of Punjab
is pleased to decide thal the rates of Dearness Allowance payable to the employees of the Government
of Punjab shall stand modificd with effect from the Ist July, 1995, as follows :—

2. The ‘Pay’ for purpose of these orders shall be the ‘Pay’ as defined in Ruie 2-44(a) of the Punjub
Civil Services Rules, Volume 1, Part 1, which is commanly known as ‘Basic Pay’, Non-practising
Allowance and stagnation fncrements in respect of employees drawing pay in the Revised Scales of Pay
as per Punjab Civil Services (Revised Pay) Rules, 1988. In the case of employees who have not opted
for the revised scales of pay but continue to draw pay in  th2 pre-revised scales of pay, the ‘Pay’ for
the purpose of these orders will includs, in  addition o ‘Bisic Pay', the D:zarness Allowaacs,
Dearness Pay, ad hoc Dzaraess Allowance and Interim Relicl (wherever allowed) appropriate to that
pay admissible under orders in cxistence on the st January, 1936. In terms of Punjab Government

~ition No. 3/1/SIFCD/5938, dated 11th July, 1990 (Published in Punjab  Goverament Gaz:ite
{(E~  rdinary), dated the 3ist July, 1993], the Dearness allowance 1s not admissible on deputation
allowance.

3. The payment on account of dearness allowance involving fraction of 50 paise or above muy
be rounded o to the next higher rupee and the fraction of less than 50 paise may be ignored.

& While incurring expenditure on accouat of the dearaess allowance {nstalmpnt sanctionsd,—vide
this let"'r, the instructions coatained in this Departmsnt’s circular letter No. 1/15/86-1FP1/23979,
da:=d the 16th December, 1986, may be kept in view. .

5. These orders are also applicable to the work-charged employees.
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6. These orders will not be applicable to the stalf paid from contingencies, casusl labout,
staff employed on daily wages and those working on picce-rate system. These orders will also not
he applicable to those employed on contract basis exsept where dearn2ss allowance is admissible in
terms of their contract. However, in 3o far as the payment of D:arpess Allowance to the staff
employed on 89 days (empOIAry basis s concerned. the departments  are advised to allow such
cmployees 1o purchase Nutiow! Saving Ceruificates with the dearness allowance amount deducted
from their salaries Of National Saving Certificates may be purchased by the departments themselves
on their behalf till such amount is not credited to their GPF accounts for want of allotment of
regular General Provident Fund Accounts Nos. It there cxist similar cases prior to the issue of these
fnstructions, those may also be treated likewise.

As regards the employees of the Universities and pxivately-managed recognised Schools, Colleges
and other 1nstitutions, attention is invited to this Deparlment’s Memorandum No. 4/21/83-FEI], datec
the 24th December, 1986

7. The amount of Dearnes Allowance for the period from 1st July, 1995, up to 30tb November,
1995, in respect of all Government employees shall be credited to their General Provident Fund
Accounts, that is, the Additional Dearness Allowance due for payment from the 1st July, 1995 to the 30th
Novemb.r, 1995, would be drawn and credited in the General Provident Fund Accounts of the employees,
in Decomber, 1995. Where any Government employee was, during the sald period, pot eligible to subscribe
to the Provident Fund, the drawal of arrears of Dearncss Allowance chall be deferred till the employee
concerned becomes cligible tc contribute to the Provident Fund and the Provident Fund Accnunt is
opened =i his/her name- Tn such 1 case, as and wher the Provident Fund Account is opened and» the
amoan! of Dearness Allowance is credited thereto, interest will accrue from the 1st December, 1995. The
(Governim:n! employees who have 1etired or had Ulosed their General Provident Fund Accounts before
(he issue of this letter of who might close their accounts by the time the arrears are drawn, shall be

paid the arrears of Dearness Adlowance in cash in Dec.ombef, 1995.

~.  The payment of Dearness Allowance in cash to the employees shall commence with effect from
e 1st Dacombri 1998, that is, in the pay bills for the month of Dacember, 1995, payable in the same
month. Ready Reckonet showiny the amount of Dearness Allowance payable with effect from the 1st July,
1995, onwards in the terms of these orders s appended (at Appendices 1, 1D.

9. As regards the employees of State Government Undertakings other public, quasi-publlc and
local authoriuies constiiuied by Acts of Parhlament or {he Stale Legislature working under the control
of the State Government. whether they yeceive finaincial assistance from the State Government or not,
the Governing Body Board of Directors of the [nstitutions 1T¢ authorised to sanction instalments of
additional Dearness Allowarnce with effect from st July. 1995 on the pattern as sanctioned herein
for State Government employecs subject to the sam- conditions viz. the Additional Dearners Allowance
‘or the period from Ist July, 1995 to 10th November. 1995 may be calculated and the amount deposited
vn e (roneral Provident Fund of the Employees v in its absence it may be got invested in the
emiployec’s name by the purchase of National Savings Certificate or Kisan Vikas Patra from the Post
()ihices 1n the State of Punjab. It will be the responsibility of the Administrative Departments super-
vising the working ol all Corpor‘ationS/Bourds and other Institutions to ensure that the payment of

Additional Dearness Allowance 13 made strictly in accordance with these instructions.
